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1 Introduction

The Helmholtz-Ellis JI Pitch Notation (HEJI), devised in the early 2000s by
Marc Sabat and Wolfgang von Schweinitz, explicitly notates the raising and low-
ering of the untempered diatonic Pythagorean notes by specific microtonal ratios
defined for each prime. It provides visually distinctive “logos” distinguishing fam-
ilies of justly tuned intervals that relate to the harmonic series. These take the
form of strings of additional accidental symbols based on historical precedents,
extending the traditional sharps and flats. Since its 2020 update, HEJI ver. 2
(“HEJI2”) provides unique microtonal symbols through the 47-limit.

The helmholtz-ellis-ji-notation package is a simple ITEX implementation of
HEJI2 that allows for in-line typesetting of microtonal accidentals for use within
theoretical texts, program notes, symbol legends, etc.

2 Compatibility

Documents must be compiled using the X7IATEX engine.

3 Installation

Insall the package either through your TEX distribution (TeXLive, MiKTeX)
or by manually insalling the helmholtz-ellis-ji-notation.ins file (e.g. run
latex helmholtz-ellis-ji-notation.ins in Command Prompt) and compiling
helmholtz-ellis-ji-notation.dtx using Xg¥TEX to create the latest version
of this documentation. Include the package

\usepackage [(option)] {helmholtz-ellis-ji-notation}

in your document preamble. You must also install the HEJI2Text.otf font file
and verify that it appears in your system’s system font directory.

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4 Usage

The helmholtz-ellis-ji-notation package provides the general \heji macro for type-
setting microtones. It takes two arguments.

\heji{(note){ (string)}

The first argument, {(note)}, corresponds to the desired diatonic pitch name
(e.g. A—G, do—ti) and is typeset in the document’s default body font. The sec-
ond argument, {(string)}, corresponds to the appropriate character mapping
of the desired accidental (combination) within the HEJI2Text.otf file or the
appropriate string of accidental macros (see table in section 5). For exam-
ple, the pitch 7/4 above C§ may be typeset by writing either \heji{B}{<e} or
\heji{B}{\otonalseven\flat} to produce Bk. By default, tones are displayed in
note—accidental format. Including the option accfirst when loading the package
reverses the order of elements to accidental-note format. To print an accidental
on its own, use the macro \acc{(string)}.

The stand-alone macros \otonal and \utonal may be used when describ-
ing partials of harmonic and subharmonic series, e.g. 15\otonal\ for 15° and
\utonal 7 for u7. Note the extra backslash when the \otonal macro is used.
This is required because IATEX ignores spaces immediately following these macros
(which is why a space s, confusingly, inserted after \utonal in order to adjoin it
to the following digit). Including a backslash on the tail of \otonal forces a space
after the symbol is printed. If no space is desired (e.g. if the symbol is followed
by a period or a comma) then the trailing backslash may, of course, be omitted.
